The Mesa Historic Preservation Board and the Historic Preservation Office presents the 2020-2021 historical
fiction writing and video contest:

e Essay contest is for Mesa 4th, 5th, and 6th graders
¢ Video contest is for Mesa 6th through 12th graders

Students can practice their writing or video editing skills and learn more about Mesa's history. Contest en-
tries will be a historical fictional story around one of three topics:
