Pre-submittal Meeting: The pre-submittal meeting with City of Mesa planning staff was held on 

April 14, 2020.  Staff reviewed the application and recommended we host a neighbor meeting 

and send notice letters to property owners, HOAs, and neighborhood associations.   

 

Action Plan: The following plan will be followed to provide effective citizen participation and 

opportunities for the applicants to address and real or perceived impact the project will have 

on the community. 

 

1. Create a contact list of all property owners within 1,000 feet of the property, all HOAs 

within one half mile of the property, and all registered neighborhood organization 

within one mile of the property. We will also include anyone who has requested to be 

on the notice list.  

2. Send a letter to all people on the contact list inviting them to participate in a neighbor 

meeting.  The letter will inform the citizens what is happening at the site and will also 

contain contact information for any citizens who want more information about the 

project.

On behalf of Lincoln Desert West, applications for Site Plan Review and Design Review (ZON20-00538 & 
DRB20-00511) have been filed with the City of Mesa. The subject property is part of the Waypoint Office Park 
located at 1130 N. Alma School Road.  Lincoln Desert West proposes to build a three-story office building with an 
accompanying three-story parking structure.  This will be the fifth and final building to be constructed in the 
existing office development. 

 
The architectural character and exterior building materials and colors are in keeping with the existing 

office complex, along with the landscape design and palette. The site layout creates a substantial 
outdoor courtyard area between the new office building and parking structure with connecting pathways, seating 
areas, and shade structures. 

 
The proposed development is a Class-A office building that complements the existing office park and 

brings new jobs and employment opportunities to this important business corridor. We believe this project will 
add value to a long-standing office development and strengthen this key employment area.
